Meeting called to order by Chair Grabner at 7:00PM.  Discussions included the following:

1. Entryway Bid.  The following motion had been circulated for email discussion the previous week:
" Bush moves the Directors of the Woodstream Homeowners Association accept the bid from Orchard Gardens, Ltd., in the amount of $13,891.81, to reconstruct the Woodstream entryways at Busey Road and Woodstream Drive.  The Scope of Work is defined in the Landscape Plan commissioned from Melissa Hoover in August, 2007, and is to commence two weeks after signing of the contract.  Signing is to be scheduled as soon as feasible.  Authority for this work is granted in Article VI, Section 1, part (a) of the Declaration of Covenants of the Association.  No Special Assessment is required to fund this replacement, as sufficient uncommitted funds reside in the Association’s checking account.”

The motion had been approved unanimously by the three Directors via email on 11/3/07.  The vote was re-affirmed in person at this meeting for the adjusted bid cost of $13,899.31.  The slight cost increase was due to the recalculated sales tax on the addition of four Juniperus plants required in the landscape plan, but omitted from the initial bid.

2. Entryway Contract.  The two hard copies of the contract with Orchard Gardens for the entryway reconstruction were executed by the three Directors at this time.  The copies would be signed by David Ochs, representative of Orchard Gardens, with each of us retaining one copy.


3. Signage.  Discussion centered around the need for additional signs for the development:
a. Cemetery Road - Cars have been driving past the red end-of-road signs by the cemetery to get down to the area next to the creek.  A sign prohibiting such traffic is needed.

b. WHOA signs - several signs are being considered for placement at entrances to the development announcing the existence of the WHOA and its website.  These signs would help new and prospective homeowners know of the Association and how to get information.
Bush will investigate the cost of such signage, so the Board can decide their worth.


4. Appreciation Dinner.  Kalmanir suggested, and others agreed, that some form of appreciation is warranted for all the volunteers who've manned the committees and events.  They have provided extra effort and service to the Association.  Depending on costs, a special buffet dinner could be arranged to recognize their efforts.  Grabner to check prices.

5. Mowing Bids.  The Landscape Committee needs to get bids for year 2008 for care of the gardens and mowing of the common properties.  They should target March 1st for obtaining bids.


6. Budget.  The Board should rework the budget for this fiscal year, based on expected outlays and income.  The revised budget will be posted on the website's member's pages.


7. Secretary Position.  A volunteer for the secretary position voiced interest at the last meeting.  Bush to contact her to see if she will accept the position.
