Meeting called to order by Chair Grabner at 7:20PM.  Discussions included the following:

1. Committee Reports.
a. Rules Enforcement:  (WGB for Alicia Keyes) Tractor-Trailer rig parked overnight on Riverside Dr.  Parked by Mr. Idun.  Will start with a note on the cab that overnight parking is not allowed.
b. Landscape:  Brockers called 9 mowing companies for 2008 bids. Chair preferred current company, Warner.  Bush remarked that David Ochs also wanted to bid.  He would call him for a bid and give him until the following weekend to get in his bid.
Discussion about possible lighting of the entryways followed.  Kalmanir reported that his company used a solar-powered LED light for their company sign.  He would get information for our possible use.  Bush to discuss lighting suggestions with the company doing the hardscaping for the entryway.
Brocker reported that Violet Township is holding a contest for the best subdivision entryway.  She suggested we ask David Ochs if he wanted to participate.  He might get additional good press from participating.
c. Social:  Adcock reported on the successful Easter Egg Hunt.  Upcoming events include:  Garage Sale, Friday, June 20, 8AM-3PM, rain date for the following Saturday.  4th of July Bike Parade will be Friday, July 4th at 9:30AM, starting at the Models, rain date on July 5th.

d. Architectural Review:  Fries reported that only one request had been submitted, since the fall.  It was approved.  At the next member's meeting, they plan to reiterate the AR committee's policy to try to approve all requests and encourage members to file before starting their projects.
2. Next Member's Meeting.  Due to the Library changing their hours to now close at 8PM, we have to move to another site.  The meeting will take place on Tuesday, April 22nd, from 7PM-9PM at Pickerington Central High School in the cafeteria.  We must pay for this venue.  Cost will be $60.  The normal cost is $60 per hour, but PCHS will honor the originally-quoted cost of $60 for the evening, for this time only.  Future meetings will cost us $120 for the evening (2 hours).
3. Exemption Request for Property Taxes on Commons.  Bush reported that the request had been filed with the Fairfield County Auditor's Office in late December, 2007.  The packet wound up being over 30 pages and included lists and maps of the area, our Articles of Incorporation, our IRS Determination letter, and other descriptions of our intentions for the properties, as required.  The review will take several months.  If we are granted the exemption, it will be retroactive to January 1st, so recently-paid taxes will be returned to us.  Exemption could be for all or only partial taxes.
4. Block watch.  We need to get the process more active.  We still need more Block Captains, as only 3 or so have volunteered to date.
5. Recent Tax Bills.  S&D paid 3 of the tax bills that were erroneously sent to them.  Bush to check with them to rebate to them for that cost.  All taxes are our responsibility.
