Meeting called to order by Chair Alicia Coats at 7:27PM.

1. Motion by WGBush to Set definition of a Quorum at a Simple Majority.  Seconded by Eberhardt. Discussion followed about whether to make it 2/3rds or simple majority. Motion was not amended.  Voted and passed unanimously.

2. Tony Powers addressed the Committee about the Architectural Review Committee's methods.  He showed the form they have made for owners to submit plans for any changes to be reviewed.  Their committee will provide our committee with a copy of all reviews, passed or rejected.

3. Discussion followed for the REC to develop a set process for handling rules violations.  We'll need a form to correctly describe the violation, including the section of the Covenants that apply.

4. Discussion arose about pools.  No word yet from Neil Mason about the lawyer who wrote the Covenants and his intent for the 100 sq. ft. rule. 
Motion made by Gary Bush: "Any legal pools of Article V, section r, must be emptied or covered, whenever they are left unattended." Seconded by Pryor.  Discussion followed.  Vote passed unanimously.

5. Discussed fences.  Discussed ways to keep fences from becoming too many or too intrusive.  We suggested this topic be discussed at the next regular Homeowner's meeting.  We should educate the homeowners to "preserve the green spaces".  We should also promote the use of "electric fences" to contain animals, rather than building fences solely for that purpose.  Not only is that more sightly, but also much cheaper than a regular fence.

6. The Chair scheduled a walk around the subdivision for Wednesday, July 19th at 7PM. This is to be a social gathering of the committee, not a violation monitoring study.  The general purpose is to gauge the general appearance of the overall property and note areas that might need a later close inspection.  Members to meet at Chair Coats' house to begin the walk around.

7. Committee discussed a complaint from (deleted) about the home at 8816 Creekwood Drive.  Covenants state that no basketball courts can be visible in the Village area.  Home has a basketball poll laying beside the garage.
Motion by Eberhardt to declare this a violation. Seconded by Pryor.  Discussion followed.  Vote passed unanimously.

8. A newsletter article had been requested about each committee.  Pryor submitted a draft of an article about the REC. Everyone read the article and agreed i was appropriate. Motion to accept by Eberhardt, seconded by Tony Coats. Vote passed unanimously.

9. General discussions followed on the dues structure.  Members had diverse feelings about the difficulties the Association would have collecting them and how much the initial dues would be.  The REC has no authority in this matter, so the discussions were just to express personal opinions.  The WHOA Board had already decided what the dues will be and when the notices to homeowners would be sent out.

10. Motion to close the meeting made at 9:00PM by Eberhardt, seconded by Bush.  Vote passed unanimously.
