The purpose of this walk-about was generally social.  However, we were to make notes of areas of interest that might require action by the committee.  No homeowner violations were to be focused on during the walk.

Results noted by the group:

1. Fencing and basketball stands need further investigation.

2. The old roadbed of Amanda Northern downhill from Job's Cemetary should be blockaded to prevent unauthorized vehicular access behind the houses along that stretch.  The signage previously blocking access was removed by the building crews.  Some sort of blockage should be re-installed.

3. Construction debris and concrete had been dumped in the turnoff to Sycamore Creek.  The builders should remove that.  This turnoff area would make a nice 'parklike' setting for the neighborhood.  Should be discussed.

4. The black nylon mesh 'fencing' installed during construction along the old Amanda Northern right-of-way remains in place, although construction has ended in this area.  The builders should remove this eyesore.  Similarly with the nylon fencing along the old pond area.
